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1” thick MERV 8 air filter

Blue spun fiberglass air filter

Many of us in the design and construction industry are 
aware of the importance of HVAC system air filters. But 
how many of us know what type of filter to select and 
how often they should be changed?  

My brother, Wesley, recently called me about his HVAC 
system because his low air flow light was on.  After 
consulting his owner manual, he discovered the light 
indicated a dirty air filter. Wesley had neglected to 

change his air filter after doing some renovation work in 
his house which included mudding in sheetrock which 
was sanded and finished. Wes mentioned that the air filter 
looked clean and wondered if he should change it. Since 
Wes had a spare air filter, I suggested he replace it and 
observe if the light went off. It took about 5 minutes for 
the low air flow light to go off. When he looked closer 
at the air filter, he realized that there was a significant 
amount of sheetrock dust deep in the pleats of the air 
filter. 

In my own house, I neglected to consider the additional 
particles in the air during the Christmas holidays 
with having four additional people in the house.  The 
Christmas tree decorations, holiday presents, and pets 
who were “loved on” more frequently with my 13-year-
old grand-daughter in the house for almost a week 
contributed to a higher than normal dust load on the 
HVAC air filter. The air filter required changing after 
only one month of use as opposed to our normal filter 
change interval which is every three months.  

Since the Covid 19 pandemic and the increased concerns 
about indoor air quality, many people have installed 
more effective Minimum Efficiency Reporting Value 
(MERV) filters for their home. The higher the number, 
the more effective the filter is at trapping particles, but 
there is an “optimum MERV number” for every HVAC 
system. Most residential HVAC systems can use a MERV 
rated filter between 5 and 8.  If the MERV rating is 
much higher, the fan is NOT equipped to overcome the

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3” thick HEPA air filter

air resistance of the higher rated filter. It is analogous 
to using a straw for a thick ice cream shake (MERV 20) 
versus a water filled cup (MERV 1). These MERV 8 
pleated filters are priced at approximately $18 each and 
do a much better job than the traditional single layer 1” 
thick blue spun fiberglass mesh filters.  High Efficiency 
Particulate Air (HEPA) filters are very effective but are 
usually utilized in dedicated room air filter units with 
fans capable of drawing air through the high air pressure 
drop filter.  HEPA filters are also often used in hospital 
grade air handling units and are very expensive compared 
to the normal MERV 8 residential air filters.  Don’t be 
fooled by a HEPA “type” filter versus a true HEPA filter 
which meets American Society of Heating Refrigeration 

and Air conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) standards.
